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Tenth Color Quality
Club Competition

This year’s edition of the “International
Newspaper Color Quality Club” marks the
tenth anniversary of the international com-
petition. We wish to use this as an occa-
sion to review the development of colour
newspaper printing.

IFRA established the “Color Quality
Club” in 1994 to improve the quality of re-
production and printing in daily production
as well as to provide an incentive for high
standards of colour printing quality.

Looking back, in the mid-1990s col-
our printing by the newspaper coldset
process gradually became the primary rea-
son for investments by publishing houses
and newspaper printing companies, both
in North America and Europe. The trend
towards standardised colour newspaper
printing gathered pace.

Up to then, spot colour was mostly
used in newspapers and not process colours
from CMYK. Four-colour printing made
completely new demands on reproduction,
platemaking and printing. The most urgent
problem to be solved was how to carry out
CMYK colour separation as efficiently and
reliably as possible. Today's generally avail-
able colour management tools did not yet
exist.

Then, in 1998, the first ISO 12647-3
newspaper colour printing standard was
published. From that time on, an interna-
tional standard was available for bench-
marking. Today, the ISO standard provides
the basis for performing the technical eval-
uation of the printed samples submitted to
the Color Quality Club.

The numbers of participants in this
competition, organised at two-year inter-
vals, testify to the growing importance of
colour newspaper printing as a whole as
well as the increasing engagement and
quality consciousness of the Asian news-
paper printers. The participants from India
now constitute the second-largest national
group of entrants.

All this shows that high-quality news-
paper printing continues to be of major
importance. However, the problems con-
cerned have changed. Colour standards,
colorimetry and colour management are
effective and recognised means that have
made the production a controllable pro-
cess. But the continually growing range of
colour data sources and resulting quality
differences in “digital printing copy” repre-
sent a challenge for newspaper reproduc-
tion specialists.

Therefore it continues to be worthwhile
to assess performance against international
standards at regular intervals and prove the
ability to meet ones own exacting targets
for reproducible, high levels of newspaper
colour printing quality.

We congratulate all new members in
the International Newspaper Color Quality
Club 2012-2014 on their success!

WE HAVE DARED TO VENTURE ...

When the house started its first publication in 1922, Anandabazar Patrika
came out as an evening daily. A four-pager that sold at two paise and had
a circulation of about 1,000 copies per day. There were about 20 to 30
people in the office on Mirzapur Street in North Calcutta. The type was
hand-set at the nearby Gouranga Press. A bearer served as a door-keeper
and also a peon, while reporters moved about on foot and by hack. In
fact, most were freelancers writing for a cause: the freedom of the coun-
try. But the paper was so full of verve that it soon became popular.

Eight decades down the line, what happened to the plucky chronicler?
It gave two things to the business: roots and wings. Roots, because the
leading daily reaches out to over one million people every day. And wings,
because it has spawned a media house (ABP Pvt Ltd) that has 12 premier
publications, two 24 x 7 national TV news channels, two leading book
publishing businesses and a mobile-internet outfit. With it all, ABP reach-
es out to over 25 million readers and viewers, every day.

Print still forms the heart of the business. But all its products now
are results of complex, technologically-advanced processes. In the news-
rooms, the typewriter, long a newspaper fixture, has given way to com-
puter network that enables nearly 600 journalists to prepare stories elec-
tronically. While working around the clock seven days a week, over 1,000
people turn these stories along with classified and display ads into fin-
ished products for readers.

ABP follows the mirror-and-windows approach. “We believe, the
legacy you leave is the life you lead,” reads its corporate purpose. “We
look at the mirror and see ourselves as repositories of best practices and
processes. And, at times, when we don't have the very best within, we
open windows to look out for expertise.”

There are a number of ‘firsts’ to its credit as well. It was the first to
mechanise non-Roman language Phone:ts in linotype; the first to develop
modular layouts in the country; the first to initiate large-scale readership
surveys in India, nine years before the National Readership Survey; the
first to pioneer a Windows 95 programme in Bengali and Hindi. It was
one of the first newspaper houses to be digitized.

It's all about continuity and change for ABP: redefining its role as an
innovator and remaining constant to the aim of building up a community
of text. “Nothing ventured, nothing gained,” they say. ABP has venture
and gained in the process. It is today undisputedly one of the most profit-
able media conglomerates in India.

ABP follows
the minor-and-window approach “we look at the mirror and see our-
selves as repositories of best practices and processes,” reads the corpo-
rate purpose. Be it in technology, business practices or people. There are
a number of “firsts” to the credit of the company as well. It was the first
to mechanise non-Roman language Phone:ts in linotype; the first to pio-
neer a Windows 95 programme in Bengali & Hindi; the first to develop
modular layouts in the country.

It pioneered the first large-scale readership survey in India, 10 years
before the National Readership Survey came about. ABP was one of the
first publishing houses to be computerised. It is one of the early adop-
ters of latest technologies in the country: from introducing computer-to-
plate facilities. SAP (for application integration), CRM models (to enhance
channel efficiencies). Atex system (to streamline advertisement and pro-
duction process), to that latest digital collection system (to archive con-
tents of all its publications). While ABP attempts to redefine its role in the
media industry — in keeping with its tradition as an innovator in the use
of various media — it remains constant in its core and committed to the
notion that people are people, with needs for community, information,
entertainment and sharing all these with each other.

Berner Zeitung was published for the first time on 3 January 1979,
but the newspaper has a history dating back to 1834. The origins of
today’s Berner Zeitung can be traced back to Das Intelligenzblatt (1834)
that was renamed Berner Tagblatt in 1888, Die Emmenthaler Nachrichten
(1883), Wochenblatt des Emmenthals (1844) and die Neue Berner Zei-
tung (1919). Berner Zeitung emerged from the merger of the Emmen-
thaler Blatt and Neue Berner Zeitung in 1973. It then merged with the
Tages-Nachrichten (formerly Emmenthaler Nachrichten) in 1977 to form
the Berner Nachrichten. The present day Berner Zeitung was born in 1979
from the merger us Berner Nachrichten and Berner Tagblatt.

At the beginning of 2001, Thuner Tagblatt and Berner Oberlédnder
became ring papers (i.e. reprints with change of title only) of the Berner
Zeitung. That same autumn an additional regional edition, Solothurner
Tagblatt; was launched. However, this was shut down in 2009 for eco-
nomic reasons. Since 2001, Berner Zeitung has supplied the national
news pages for the Freiburger Nachrichten.

In December 2011 Espace Media announced its intention to merge
the Oberaargau split edition and Langenthaler Tagblatt, which it had tak-
en over from AZ Medien AG. The first edition of BZ Langenthaler Tagblatt
was published on 2 July 2012.

These are considered
the best alternative for news and advertising by our readers and advertis-
ers, as well as the best option as a distribution channel for printing and
inserting products that need to reach our hundreds of thousands of daily
readers of all social strata quickly and effectively.

Diario Super is our mass product, a daily oriented to the whole family,
with a great deal of graphic content and summarized but quite complete
news.

Diario El Universo is a traditional daily in universal format using lead-
ing edge technology.

El Tiempo Casa Editorial comprises a wide portfolio of companies, of
which El Tiempo is one. El Tiempo is the daily newspaper with the largest
circulation and coverage in the country, with an average of 250,000 cop-
ies daily; three regional journals with a two-day-per-week circulation; Por-
tafolio, the leading business daily paper in the country; City TV, a local TV
channel in Bogotd; Multirevistas, a publishing company for niche-oriented
magazines; Eltiempo.com, the most visited media website in Colombia,
as well as other activities related to commercial printing, private TV and
databases.

El Tiempo has national coverage and is the journal with the largest cir-
culation with six regional editions: Nacional, Medellin, Cali, Café, Caribe
and Bogotd, which are printed at three different plants.

The third plant
is in the city of Barranquilla, and has a 16-unit Goss Urbanite rotary press
and the 4th press is located in Medellin and has a 16-unit Goss Urbanite
rotary press.

For printing from Monday through Saturday, the newspaper publishes
an average of 54 pages and the circulation is 235,000 copies. The Sunday
edition, on the other hand, has 94 pages and a circulation of 400,000
copies. Weekday colour content is an average of 24 pages and 40 pages
for weekends.

The production area’s main purpose is to carry out the work initiated
along with Asociacion de Diarios Latinoamericanos ATDL, Under WAN-
IFRA's supervision, and ACER group (Alta Calidad En Reproduccién, which
translates High Quality Production), which consists of establishing and
maintaining a common printing standard by applying parameters based
on the ISO 12647-3 norm. This offers a similar result in the printing of ads
to facilitate colour work for customers who do not require a high degree
of quality but, rather, consistency between different editions, whatever
type of machine is used.

This printing plant in The Hague is the successor of the home printing
plant of the Haagsche Courant. This daily was founded in 1883 by Albert
Willem Sijthoff in The Hague, Netherlands. In 1994 the company of the
Haagsche Courant was taken over by Wegener in Apeldoorn. In 2009 the
printing plant was sold — in combination with the selling of the AD News-
papers — to the Belgian Persgroep and is — together with the printing plant
in Amsterdam — now part of Persgroep Printing Nederland.

In September 2005 the Haagsche Courant ceased to be an independ-
ent daily and — together with six other regional newspapers and the na-
tion-wide appearing Algemeen Dagblad — started a new life in the new
publishing Company AD Nieuwsmedia in Rotterdam. This company was
sold to the Belgian Persgroep, as part of the deal that made the Persgroep
the new owner of PCM publishers in Amsterdam. This deal made Pers-
groep one of the major publishers in the Netherlands.

One of the editions of AD Nieuwsmedia is the daily AD-Haagsche
Courant, Stad. Persgroep Printing Den Haag in The Hague prints fifteen
editions of AD Nieuwsmedia at night time and nine at daytime, a daily
distributed circulation of about 320,000 copies, a page-count of 56-64
tabloid on weekdays and 64—160 (in two runs) on Saturdays.

Persgroep Printing Den Haag (85 employees) is one of the two print-
ing plants of Persgroep Printing Nederland. In the plant in The Hague
two KBA Commander web offset presses, consisting of ten reelstands, six
printing towers with eight printing couples each (10-cylinder satellites),
produce about 3.5 million copies a week. Both presses can produce tab-
loids up to 96 pages in full colour.

Besides the editions of AD Nieuwsmedia, Persgroep Printing Den
Haag prints a great number of special issues for AD Nieuwsmedia as well
as a number of weekly newspapers and commercials for Koninklijke We-
gener N.V.

Delo, d. d. is the largest newspaper print publishing house in Slovenia
(d.d. stands for the shareholder company). Delo, d. d. covers more than
55 percent of the Slovenian newspaper market. Some180 journalists
with support from 220 technical staff publish the dominant national daily
newspaper Delo (circulation 50,000-70,000 copies), the tabloid news-
paper Slovenske Novice (average circulation 70,000-90,000 copies) and
others (Sobotna Priloga, NeDelo, Delo & Dom, Ona, Polet ...).

Delo began printing colour twelve years ago in 1994 and became a
member of the International Newspaper Colour Quality Club for the first
time in 1998. This happened after ISO 12647-1,2 and 3 standards had
been applied. To date, Delo has become member of the Club six times.

The editorial, advertisement and prepress system is digital, supporting
publishing and production of all above publications. There are more than
400 computers linked into the local area network (Mac OSX, Linux, PC/
Windows) ofthe DTl editorial system, plus some workstations with scan-
ners and 2 digital printing presses from Konica Minolta. Reproduction is
locally driven through Adobe applications CS4 and in accordance with
ISO specification with ICC profiles. Dual document flows are created with
solutions of ACCHAH (PuzzleFlow), OneVision (Asura) and RTI RIPS (Har-
lequin). The configurations of both flows are designed to ensure prepress
in accordance with ISO standards. Our production system comprises two
thermal CTP systems (Creo Trendsetters). This equipment and thermal
technology enable frequency screening.

Our production configuration is based on standardised ISO param-
eters using standard profiles ECI/ISO Web Coated.icc for “heatset publi-
cations” and with 1SOnewspaper26v4.icc for newspaper printing.

Because of the coated and pigmented paper grades most of the
supplements as well as tabloid newspaper and monthly are printed by
heatset. Some of them on newsprint, another in the form of magazines
on LWC or SC papers, completely in full colour with a Uniset 70 semi-
commercial web offset press installed in 1999. The Uniset 70 prints 6000
hours a year and its capacity is almost completely utilised through three
shift operation.

However, since the first of May 2004, besides daily newspapers, sup-
plements such as Sobotna priloga and other local newspapers are also
printed by coldset on the new Colorman 4/4 web press.

Both, Mueller Martini and Ferag equipment is used for the daily deliv-
ery and mailroom tasks.

The Deister- und Weserzeitung (DEWEZET) has been published in Hameln
since 1848. The publishing house is owned and run in the seventh gen-
eration by the Niemeyer family. Today, as a regional publishing house with
printing plant, DEWEZET has some 160 employees. Besides DEWEZET,
the company also publishes Pyrmonter Nachrichten in a daily combined
print run of 32,500 copies. In addition, the company supplies the edito-
rial jacket for four other titles of partner publishing houses based in the
regions of Schaumburg and Deister, printed in the printing center in a
print run of about 35,000 copies daily. The weekly production schedule,
on top of the newspaper titles, includes more than 250,000 copies of
advertising freesheets, one weekly newspaper as well as several high-
quality commercial jobs. Ad management is done with the Vi&Va system
from Lufthansa Systems. Layout, jacket production and page fi nishing
are carried out in the Funkinform Dialog 4.0 editorial system. This work
is done in the publishing building in the city center and the print data
transmitted via dedicated line to the new printing center, built in 2004.
Every night, approximately 600 plates are imaged there, printing is done
on a manroland Geoman equipped with two, four-high towers built in
the blanket-to-blanket confi guration. Up to 12 inserts can be processed
by the inline Ferag mailroom system. In this way, every night between
22.50 hand 2.50 h about 67,500 newspaper copies are printed, wrapped
and delivered to customers.

Besides printing, the publishing house has shares also in several logis-
tics companies and its own mail delivery service, Citipost Weserbergland.
In the online area, the Medien31 subsidiary offers online presentations
and app solutions for local customers as well as Europe-wide prize games
for nearly 100 newspaper publishing companies.

The daily newspaper El Telégrafo took its name in honour of the telegraph
service that was introduced into Ecuador in 1884 and that established the
country’s effective communication with the world. Moreover, El Telégrafo
was the first Ecuadorean newspaper to use this invention.

The newspaper was immediately well received by the public. Its radi-
cal and liberal discourse allowed El Telégrafo to act as a guide during the
Liberal Revolution. On 1 January 1885, Colonel Nicolas Infante, leader of
the revolutionaries, was shot. El Telégrafo published protests against this
crime, signed by citizens, in several editions.

In 1898, all shares in El Telégrafo were acquired by José Abel Castillo.
After this, the newspaper became the main morning newspaper in Ecua-
dor for several decades.

On 15 November 1922, under the liberal government of Luis Tamayo,
hundreds of workers were killed in the streets of Guayaquil. El Telégrafo
was the only newspaper in the country to protest and fill its pages with
complaints against the regime.

In 1923 the present-day El Telégrafo building, located in the avenues
Diez de Agosto and Boyacd, was opened. In that same year the first Al-
bert press in the country was installed. But it was not until 1926 that the
newspaper was printed in the gigantic printing plant. José Abel Castillo
returned to the country in 1927 and took over the management of the
newspaper, always with the assistance of his children. In 1940, Santiago
Castillo y Castillo took over the leadership of El Telégrafo.

With the new administration, El Telégrafo became the first newspaper
to use the services of foreign news agencies as well as the first to publish
aerial photos of the country. El Telégrafo has provided a platform for the
country’s best journalists and writers, such as Manuel J. Calle, Medardo
Angel Silva, José H. Simmonds, Juan Emilio Murillo.

distributed there.

In Arequipa a nine-unit Harris V25 press is used to print the tabloid
products distributed in the southern part of the country.

The Santiago edition
was founded by Agustin Edwards Mac Clure, son of Edwards Ross, on
June 1, 1900. In 1942 Edwards Mac Clure died and his son Agustin Ed-
wards Budge took over as president. When Edwards Budge died in 1956,
his son, Agustin Edwards Eastman, took control of the company.

Westphalia-Lippe. More than 90 percent of its circulation is by subscrip-
tion. Publisher is the Zeitungsverlag Neue Westfalische GmbH & Co. KG,
Bielefeld.

Neue Westfalische was first published on 3 July 1967 and is the re-
sult of a merger between the Westfélische Zeitung and the Freie Presse.
However, its origins go back as far as 1811, to the Offentliche Anzeigen
des Distriktes Bielefeld. Neue Westfalische is also a successor to the Volk-
swacht, a newspaper published from 1830 to 1933 in Bielefeld. Today’s
NW is published with 15 local editions.

Neue Westfélische shares editorial material with Lippische Landes-Zei-
tung, Detmold, and Haller Kreisblatt, Halle (Westf.) that take their jacket
from Bielefeld. There is a cooperation agreement for advertising with the
Mindener Tageblatt.

The majority shareholder in Neue Westfalische is Presse-Druck GmbH
(57.5 %), that is in turn wholly owned by the SPD media holding com-
pany Deutsche Druck- und Verlagsgesellschaft. The newspaper is printed
by its subsidiary, Kister-Pressedruck GmbH & Co. KG.

Besides the printed newspaper, Neue Westfalische communicated in-
formation also via its Internet presence nw-news.de as well as e-Paper
and its participation in local radio stations in Ostwestfalen-Lippe (Radio
Bielefeld, Radio Hochstift, Radio Gutersloh, Radio Herford, Radio Lippe,
Radio Westfalica). The service centre for the local radio operations is the
production company audio media service (ams) in which Neue Westfélis-
che also has shares. Moreover, Neue Westfalische has a participation in
the Pressefunk Nordrhein-Westfalen GmbH & Co. KG that is the majority
shareholder in Radio NRW.

Since 2006, Neue Westfélische has a share in the regional mail deliv-
ery service, Regio Brieflogistik. Under this arrangement, the mail services
uses the logistics of the Neue Westfalische to have the bulk of deliveries
done by the newspaper carriers.

The Hindu, one of India’s national dailies in the English language, is 134
years old and has a circulation of over 1.4 million copies. Apart from this
morning English daily, the group, owned by Kasturi and Sons Limited,
publishes a business daily “The Hindu Business Line,” a current affairs
fortnightly “Frontline,” and a sports weekly ‘Sportstar.” Kasturi & Sons
Ltd. uses 14 print centres, 12 of them its own and the other 2 on contract.
The company employs 3600 people.

Headquartered in Chennai, The Hindu has been a pioneer, with sev-
eral firsts to its credit in both technology and other areas of newspaper
publishing; for example, ROP color (1940), using aircraft for distribution
(1963-1978), facsimile system for full page transmission (1969), photo-
composing (1980), full-page integration of text and graphics in page
make up and remote imaging (1993), online edition (1995), semi-com-
mercial printing of the newspaper (1999), computer-to-plate (2004), on-
line stitching and trimming of semi-commercially printed products (2007).

The Hindu group boasts some 800 journalists, with nearly 600 of
them working for The Hindu alone. It has a string of foreign correspond-
ents from London to Beijing, who provide an Indian perspective to the
developments there. The newspaper has a complicated structure of sub-
regional editions. Together, there are over 40 separate versions of the
newspaper every day, with changes in at least a couple of their pages. On
an average, about 250 pages are produced every night.

The Hindu was launched in 1878 as part of India‘s freedom struggle
and was taken over in 1905 by the family that now owns and runs the
newspaper and the group. It has long-standing reputation for authentic-
ity and credibility.

Mannheimer Morgen (MM) is a regional daily newspaper. Together with
its daughter newspapers, it covers the entire Rhine-Neckar area. Its sold
circulation, with the local editions Stdhessen Morgen and BergstraBer
Anzeiger, is 77,333 copies. The Schwetzinger Zeitung edition achieves a
sold circulation of 11,235 copies.

The main MM edition contains local news from Mannheim, Ludwig-
shafen and Heidelberg. The publishing house belongs to the Dr. Haas
group that also has participations in the Radio Regenbogen and big FM
radio stations. The publishing house and printing company is located in
Mannheim-Wohlgelegen. Together with outside printing jobs, such as for
Weinheimer Nachrichten, Odenwadlder Zeitung as well as a part print-
run of Financial Times Deutschland, a total of about 210,000 copies are
printed daily.

In 1946 Eitel Freiherr von Schilling and Oskar Horrle were granted a li-
cence by the US military authorities to publish a newspaper in Mannheim.
Published initially under the title Der Morgen, it had to be changed very
soon afterwards for patent reasons to Mannheimer Morgen.

In 1951, with the takeover of the Heidelberger Tageblatt that had
been published since 1949, first attempts were made to extend the area
of circulation. Two years later an edition of MM for Ludwigshafen was
launched. Cooperation agreements were entered into subsequently with
many small newspapers in North Baden, e.g. Frankische Nachrichten,
Wertheimer Tageblatt, Bad Mergentheimer Zeitung, Schwetzinger Zei-
tung, Hockenheimer Tageszeitung, Weinheimer Nachrichten and Oden-
walder Zeitung. In 1967 the social democratic AZ in Mannheim was ac-
quired.

In 1975 the printing plant was moved from the city centre to Wohlge-
legen, followed by the newsroom in 2003. In 1997 BWK — an investment
company in which the BW bank and Wiurttembergische Versicherung
have shares — acquired 34.9 percent of the Dr. Haas group.

Al-Bayan Newspaper was established in Dubai at the beginning of 1980,
the fi rst issue of the newspaper was published on 10th of May 1980,
with 100 people in the editing team that comprised an elite group of
journalists from the Arab World. The newspaper started with 20 Hetero-
geneous pages. The budget that initiated the newspaper was 15 million
dirhams.

Al-Bayan Newspaper joined Dubai Media Incorporated in September
2009 in a historical move. The main part of Al-Bayan consists of 40 pages,
and there are also three daily supplements: A 20-page “Al-Igtisaidi (Econ-
omy)”, a 20-page “Arriyadi “(Sport)” and a tabloid sized 24-page “Al-
Hawas El-Khams” (Five Senses). There is also a weekly supplement called
“Masarat (Orbits)” that consists of 48 tabloid pages and covers topics in
culture, literature and the latest of publications and books.

In 1998, Al-Bayan started electronic publishing. In 2003, Al-Bayan
launched its electronic version and in the same year, it launched the SMS
service. Al-Bayan also was the fi rst newspaper to launch the service of
the classifi ed advertisements in the Arab World through SMS, and that
helped raise its revenues and made 10 % increase in the number of visi-
tors to the website. Circulation increased 33 % as well, with the adoption
of a new circulation strategy and now the newspaper is circulated in a
number of Arab and Gulf States as well as in London, Paris, Bangkok, and
soon it will be distributed in Australia and Germany. A large subscription
campaign has been run which contributed in a 60 % increase in number
of subscribers.

Al-Bayan Newspaper achieved a good growth in terms of circulation
which helped in decreasing the returned papers to 45 % compared to
2009. Al-Bayan’s income has risen 7 % since joining the DMI. Al-Bayan
is run now by a highly trained and qualifi ed national team led by Dhaen
Shahin, who joined the newspaper in 1984. As a member of DMI, Al-
Bayan is printed at “MASAR Printing & Publishing”, the leading high
quality printing & publishing. MASAR’s Man Roland Cromoman 70 semi
commercial is set up with 4 heatset and 12 coldset towers. It houses four
dryers and after burners plus three state-of-the art folder units to cater
for folding fl exibly according to the job with staggering speed of 70,000
cph.

A “Stream Folder”
from Ferag for production of a third fold rounds off the wide processing
potential of the dispatch room. Modern system environments from EAE/
ABB/Swisslog/KBA and Ferag enable a largely automated production pro-
cess with the aforementioned printing and mailroom systems.

Saarbrilicker Zeitung is the leading regional daily newspaper in the Saar-
land area and can trace its roots back to the year 1761. With an average
circulation of 152,000 copies, the SZ is published daily, expect Sunday,
in 12 local editions and is read by some 480,000 persons. As the only
regional subscription newspaper in the Saarland area, the SZ is published
Monday to Thursday with an average page count of 32, and on Friday
and Saturday with 80 Pages (including preprints). Since October 2004,
Saarbrlicker Zeitung has been produced strictly in accordance with the
conditions of the ISO newspaper printing standard.

Since 2011 the Saarbriicker Zeitung group has been using a highly
integrated SAP CRM system for all daily newspapers belonging to the SZ
group.

Editorial production is done using the CCI NewsDesk system. For ad-
vertising, the SAP-IS-M/AM is used in combination with the PPl planning
and production components. Plate production is done via PPl PrintNetOM
on two Krause LS Jet 250 systems, with automatic plate punching and
bending carried out on 2B and Nela units.

Since September 2006 the SZ has been published in the Rhinish for-
mat and printed on two manroland Colorman presses equipped with
9-couple satellite units. The installation is equipped with ribbon and sec-
tion stitcher as well as a Commcard card gluing system. This permits col-
lect production of up to 64 full-color pages.

Since July 2012 the Saarbriicker Zeitung has been produced on two
new Ferag lines capable of inserting up 26 objects in a single run. This
new installation made it possible to process daily newspapers, weekly
titles and direct mail media in one mailroom. More than 600 million in-
serts are processed annually. Higher quality inserts and print products are
produced via a cutting- and a stitching-drum.

The first issue of Al Ittihad newspaper was published on 20th October
1969, in a period when late Sheikh Zayed Bin Sultan Al Nahyan, Ruler
of Abu Dhabi was very active, since in this period he was laying a time
intensive efforts along with his brothers who were the rulers of other
emirates to form union of the UAE. The name Al Ittihad means “The
Union” which carries the ideology of symbolism and largely reflects the
fact that the newspaper ‘Al Ittihad’ to be the mouthpiece of the UAE,
not only as a community but also a political entity known for its position
and direction. The newspaper initially started as a weekly with 12 pages
and the circulation was 5500 copies. It was distributed free of cost to
be competitive with the newspapers coming from other Arab countries.

The West Australian is the only locally-edited daily newspaper published
in Perth, Western Australia, and is owned by ASX-listed Seven West Me-
dia (ASX: SWM). The West is published in tabloid format, as is the state’s
other major newspaper, The Sunday Times, a News Limited publication. It
is the second-oldest continuously-produced newspaper in Australia, hav-
ing been published since 1833.

In October 2010, the paper ended its long-term policy of not directly
competing for Sunday readership and advertising by re-branding its for-
mer Saturday editions as “a weekend read” under the masthead The
Weekend West. In consequence, The West Australian was reduced to
weekdays-only circulation.

A digital archive subscription enables past editions from July 2004 to
be accessed.

The newspaper contains international, national and local news. The
paper publishes a supplement titled WestWeekend Magazine which is
included as an insert in The Weekend West. The publisher also operates
a “breaking news" website (thewest.com.au). In April 2008, the website
was expanded to include a video news service called West TV, to compete
with similar services from Fairfax Media and News Limited.

The West Australian traces its origins to The Perth Gazette and West-
ern Australian Journal, the first edition of which appeared on 5 January
1833. Owned and edited by Perth postmaster Charles Macfaull, it was
originally a four page weekly.

Newspaper House, the former office and publishing plant of The
West on St Georges Terrace, across the road from the Palace Hotel, was a
prominent landmark in the life of the city and state for over 50 years. In
1988, larger and more modern accommodation for the paper’s printing
presses was commissioned in Osborne Park. Ten years later, the editorial
operations also moved to the Osborne Park complex.
